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    Guard Up! School Break General Information
Activities:  So what exactly will your child be doing at our School Break Adventure?  Well, they will learn: 

· Basic swordsmanship skills and safety
· Strategies and Tactics of sword play

· Valuable life skills such as Teamwork, Leadership, Creative Problem Solving and Negotiations

· Play physically and mentally interactive games that involve roleplaying, creatures of fantasy, myths and magic and much more.  These games are the tools we use to help teach the life skills.
· Build crafts that pertain to the plot in the game
· Get to know other kids and teens just like them and have a chance to experience the kind of adventure that most people only read about!
Lunch/Snack:  Since these activities are generally high-energy, we suggest that you pack your child’s lunch with plenty of bottled water, a meal that does not require refrigeration and nutritious snacks.  Please refrain from candy and other sweets that often lead to an increased level of blood sugar that soon after results in an “energy crash”.  Great warriors need long term energy to survive the perilous adventures.
Drop Off/Pick Up:  Camp is from 9:00am-3:00pm.  We understand that some parents need to get to work earlier, so we allow drop off as early as 8:30am (no earlier, please).  Your child will be allowed to watch a movie or read until the other campers arrive.  Pick up is at 3:00pm sharp unless you have arranged for Extended Stay.  Campers picked up later than 3:15pm will be assessed a $5 fee for every 5 minutes the parent is late.  Parents must come into the facility to drop off and pick up their children.  Please let us know if you will have someone other than yourself pick up your child.
Refund/Rescheduling Policy: We understand that, on occasion, a camper may need to reschedule due to unforeseen circumstances.  Rescheduling is possible if other sessions are not filled.  We do not offer refunds.  We highly recommend purchasing tuition insurance at InsureTuition.com for $35, which covers you for the cost of your registration and tuition in case you need to cancel for specified reasons.  

Conduct:  Please understand that your child will be held to a standard of conduct during this camp.  Failure to abide by safety rules will result in a warning.  Striking another person in anger is our strictest concern and will be dealt with immediately.  If your child is not able to abide by the safety rules, he or she will take a time out.  Consistent disregard for safety rules or good sportsmanship my require us to contact you.  Repeated offenses may result in expulsion from the entire camp season without refund.  
Dress Code:  Camper attire is long pants (sweats are acceptable) and a T-Shirt.  No tank tops, shorts, capris or calf length pants.  Safe and durable costuming is strongly encouraged.
Risks:  These events may include special effects and costuming that is considered frightening to some children – so if your child scares easily, please let us know.  As well, your child may learn, use and be hit by a fencing foil or foam weapon or ball of some sort by other children and/or staff during this event.  Fencing is only permitted with appropriate safety gear. Our staff work hard to keep kids safe and the swordplay at an acceptable level.  But accidents do happen… someone occasionally gets hit in the head with a foam sword… trips and falls are normal as the kids are running about… collisions can happen from excited campers who are looking the other way… and even a moment of crying.  We ask that you work with us to help your child embrace the environment and activities with the understanding that children who are active are at a higher risk of injury than those who are not.  They are also at a higher risk of having some serious fun!

Please inform your child that they may decline to participate in any part of the event.  Also understand that refusal to participate does not constitute grounds for refund of fee.
